Valor Ministries Launches Online School 

WASHINGTON COUNTY, MD – Valor Ministries, a local non-profit organization that works with people in crisis, announced today the launch of their new online training school, ValorExcel.  The self-paced courses are available online at www.thevalorcenter.org/digital-learning and are designed to help people THRIVE in both life and business. 

The digital school offers participants access to flexible learning, life skills training, and business courses designed to help them move from a crisis or vulnerable state to a more stable and secure position in life.  To help individuals reach their goals, the school teaches skills that may never have been learned or have been lost during the course of physical or mental illness, domestic violence, substance use, incarceration, or homelessness.  

As an innovative extension of the methods used in traditional face-to-face instruction, web- based technology enhances collaborative learning and presents an entirely new interactive platform for participants.  ValorExcel’s goals are to enhance the quality of learning and teaching, meet the learning style or needs of participants, improve efficiency and effectiveness, user-accessibility, and time flexibility to engage learners in the learning process.

Get that Job offers participants strategies to help them stand out in a crowd of applicants.  There are several principles and ways of thinking that will give individuals a unique and competitive advantage.  Participants who take this class will discover little known secrets and develop an action plan to help them reach their employment goals. 

Boundaries is a two-part course that will help participants know when to say yes, when and how to say no, and how to take control of their life.  It emphasizes the importance of setting healthy boundaries and identifying toxic and dangerous relationships.  They will also be challenged to accept personal responsibility and ownership in order to experience a better life.

Renter’s Rights helps participants to understand that choosing the perfect place to rent is only half the battle. The other part of the equation is understanding their rights and responsibilities as well as being approved by a potential landlord.  

Manage Money by the Book is a five-part series that helps participants understand biblical principles of how God designed the way for people to use money and resources. 

The need for grant writers is growing and is one of the most up-and-coming career fields today. The Face Your Fears Grant Writing Course teaches time-saving and money-saving strategies that include access to sample proposals, presentation scripts, and financial worksheets participants can use to get hired and develop their own grant applications.  
Team members at the Valor Crisis and Training Center create and produce each video course.  Because they know the business inside and out, as well as the unique challenges people in crisis face, they are able to provide relevant insights that are derived from real-life application of the concepts that are discussed.  Several more courses are in the works and will be available in the coming months.
