
All donations will be used for the restoration of the 

Moller organ at St. John’s. Over the 90 plus years since 

the installation of the organ, many alterations were 

made that need reversed. The estimated cost of this    

restoration will be about $280,000. It is our hope to     

restore the organ to its original 1931 condition. The      

organ currently has 59 ranks and 3,696 pipes. After    

completion of the restoration it will have 63 ranks and 

3,952 pipes.
